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The Continental Divide (In Colorado) 
• Water flows west into the Colorado River and eventually empties into the Pacific Ocean. 
• Water flows east into the Mississippi River flowing down to the Gulf of Mexico and then 

eventually into the Atlantic Ocean. 
• Two drops of water, two entirely different destinations. 
• One small turning point that determines the destination. 

 
Choices 

• Presupposes at least two alternatives. 
• You need the necessary information to make the correct choice.

Psalm 118:6 (AMPC) 
The Lord is on my side; I will not fear… 
 
Isaiah 12:2 (AMPC) 
Behold, God, my salvation! I will trust and not be afraid, for the Lord God is my strength and song; 
yes, He has become my salvation. 
 
Isaiah 41:10 (AMPC) 
Fear not [there is nothing to fear], for I am with you; do not look around you in terror and be 
dismayed, for I am your God. I will strengthen and harden you to difficulties, yes, I will help you; yes, 
I will hold you up and retain you with My [victorious] right hand of rightness and justice.

a. Disconnect from those who have no faith.

a. Don’t give into the emotions 
5. V. 40 

a. You want only those who agree with you up close!

Know that the Lord your God is God, the faithful God who keeps his gracious covenant loyalty for 
a thousand generations with those who love him and keep his commands.  
 
2 Thessalonians 3:3 (CSB) 
But the Lord is faithful; he will strengthen you and guard you from the evil one. 
 

• God Is Consistent 
 
Hebrews 13:8 (CSB) 
Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever. 
 

• God Heals All Manner Of Disease 
 
Psalm 103:2-3 (NKJV) 
Bless the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all His benefits: 3 Who forgives all your iniquities, 
Who heals all your diseases, 
 
Deuteronomy 7:15 (CSB) 
15 The Lord will remove all sickness from you; he will not put on you all the terrible diseases of 
Egypt that you know about, but he will inflict them on all who hate you.  
 
Matthew 9:35 (NKJV) 
35 Then Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the 
gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people.
